


Natural gas production in Russia reached over 60 bcf
per day in 2008, which is about 17% of world total gas
production. Oil and condensate output was nearly 10
million bpd – roughly the same as that of Saudi Arabia
and almost twice the output of North Sea and GoM
combined. 

Refining went on at 4.8 million bopd rate and has been
constantly growing.

In 2008 Russia’s oil came out of over 130,000 wells,
while 30,000 production wells were standing idle.
Running ESP wells amounted to 70,000 with almost all
the rest (60,000 wells) equipped with rod pumps.
50,000 injector wells maintained formation pressure.
Some 5,300 development wells (almost 50 mln ft) have
been drilled in the country last year to sustain oil pro-
duction and 270 exploration wells (2.8 mln ft) – to re-
plenish national oil reserves. Slightly less than 10% of
development wells had horizontal sections. 

The respective costs of oil companies operating in Rus-
sia were close to $6 billion for development drilling
and 0.7 billion for exploration drilling in 2008.

Production was stimulated by over 4,000 frac jobs with

the average price of $800 - $1,000 per ton in West
Siberia and twice the price in East Siberia. 

Around 100,000 well maintenance operations costing
over $1 billion were performed in Russia last year by
in-house and independent contractors. Well workover
market absorbed a bit less than $2 billion with 35,000
completed operations.

Additionally, the capex for oil and gas construction –
not including trunk pipelines – added $6.5 billion to
the pie.
